 The club will open at 7:30am for registration.  Practice will begin at 8a.m. both days. 

 Tie scores will be shot off the day the event is completed, unless all agree to a carry over.  Shooters not 

present when shoot-off is called will forfeit. 

 In singles & doubles, all winners and ties will move up a class for the next event.

the managers, may be disqualified.
