The PITA Executive Committee wishes to extend a special thank you to the host clubs, to all the
volunteers at each of the sites that make this event possible, and to all the shooters who attend the
event.

Due to the increased member participation in the Second Annual Fall Classic, the PITA is returning
an additional $6500, in the form of cash payouts, to the Third Annual Fall Classic. Our intention is to
continue each year to build on the money added to the Fall Classic, rewarding our members for their
participation.

= The Added Money and Trophy budget has been increased from $10,000 to $15,000. The
money added to the budget ($5,000) comes back to the shooter from the 2020 Fall Classic.

= For the 2021 Fall Classic only, the added money and trophy money have been combined into
one (1) “pot” to create cash trophy awards.

= The PITA has added $1,500 to the White Flyer random draw, to be awarded to 20 shooters
who shoot all eight (8) events. The total amount in the random draw is $2,000.

How the random draw works:
o First random draw: One (1) shooter at each club will be drawn and each will receive
$100.

o Second random draw: Twelve (12) shooters will be drawn from all entries and each will
receive $100.

Note: Random draws will be generated by the Lead Cashier. One win per shooter. Prizes will
be mailed to winners.

= Clubs were asked to submit their shoot programs for posting on the PITA website. Posting
individual club's program should aid members to determine the site they plan to attend as well
as reduce confusion/misinterpretation regarding the site's program. If a program has not been
received from a host club, you will be directed to the club's contact person for club-specific
information.
