All 
others, including veterans and ladies, must have 
200 PITA registered double targets during the 
same period of time, or must be classified not 
less than Class “B”. 
The class “B” penalty classification applies to all 
tournaments utilizing four (4), five (5) and six (6) 
classes. 
This requirement may be waived at 
State/Provincial shoots and the Grand Pacific, at 
the discretion of the State/Provincial Board of 
Directors, or in the case of the Grand Pacific, the 
PITA Executive Committee.  The requirement for 
the stated number of PITA registered targets may 
be satisfied by the substitution of a like number of 
registered targets.  The use of this waiver shall 
be clearly stated in the program.  Shooters 
unable to present adequate records of ATA 
registered targets will be classified according to 
the regular PITA Rules identified above.
